A The first pregnancy in a heart transplant recipient
was reported in 1988.

A The recipient delivered a healthy baby at 31 weeks
and both mother and baby were reported doing well
/ months postpartum.
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Background

A The National Transplantation Pregnancy Registry
(NTPR) was established in 1991 to study the
outcomes of pregnancies in transplant recipients
Including female transplant recipients who have
had pregnancies and male transplant recipients
who have fathered pregnancies.
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NTPR-Methods

A Eligible participants are identified to the NTPR by
their healthcare providers, or may self-enroll by
contactina the NTPR throiiah the website
(NTPRegistry.org), or the toll-free phone line
(877-955-6877).

A The study is IRB-approved and the informed
consent allows for telephone interviews with the
recipients and for requesting medical records for
both parent and child.
